· HULL’S DRIVE-IN, Lexington, Virginia - In 2001, townspeople founded Hull’s Angels to keep their drive-in open. It’s the country’s only nonprofit, community-owned drive-in.

· BECKY’S DRIVE-IN, Berlinsville, Pennsylvania – One of the earliest drive-ins in America, the same family has run this theater for 50 years. Great family atmosphere, complete with pony rides.

In April, the NYSE announced a merger with Archipelago, keeping the name New York Stock Exchange and making its seat holders shareholders with 70 percent of the equity in the corporation.  Almost exactly the same scenario played out on Wall Street 140 years ago. With the merger, the open-outcry method of trading that served Wall Street well for a century and a third could disappear.
