AMERICAN LEGACY TRAVELS TO MISSOURI AND BRAZIL 

IN ITS WINTER ISSUE
New York, NY (November 4, 2005)—American Legacy explores the importance and relevance of black history as a part of the fabric of the nation in its winter edition. In the current issue, Contributing Writer Elizabeth Hoover writes of her travels through Missouri and charts its fascinating past in “BLACK MISSOURI” (p. 36). American Legacy reports Hoover’s journey, “from old St. Louis, once home to a large community of wealthy blacks, to Kansas City, the center of one of America’s greatest jazz scenes, and into former plantation country, where abolitionists and slaveholders shared an uneasy coexistence.”
Traveling to South America, American Legacy explores the city of Salvador—where much of the culture brought by enslaved Africans has survived and flourished—in “WHERE AFRICA ALSO LIVES” (p. 66). The city, located on the eastern coast of Brazil, has a population which is about 85 percent black—the largest concentration of people of African descent in the Western Hemisphere.
