MUHAMMAD ALI WHEN HE WAS CASSIUS CLAY

FEATURED IN THE SPRING AMERICAN LEGACY

New York, NY (February 4, 2005)—Before he became famous as Heavyweight Champion of the World, Muhammad Ali was captured on film as the young boxer Cassius Clay by photojournalist Flip Schulke.  In an excerpt from Schulke's book, Muhammad Ali: The Birth of a Legend, Miami, 1961-1964, the spring issue of American Legacy magazine showcases, “The Young Ali” (p. 36), in some classic shots of Clay as an up-and-coming professional pugilist, taken shortly after his 1960 Olympic Gold Medal-winning performance. 

ALSO IN THIS ISSUE:

THE MARINERS (p. 17)—During World War II four Coast Guardsmen formed a singing group, entertaining troops on the most distant Pacific islands.  After gaining post-war national radio fame, they moved to TV, where on CBS' "Arthur Godfrey Time," the nation discovered two of them were black.
"TRAGEDIAN OF COLOUR" (p. 56)—When American black actor Ira Aldridge stepped on stage at London's prestigious Theatre Royal in 1833 as Othello, it was a tacit challenge to America's institution of slavery and to England's pro-slavery advocates.  By leaving the U.S. to act classic roles abroad, Aldridge would become one of the greatest actors of his time.

SERIOUS PLAYTHINGS (p. 28)—For more than two centuries, paper dolls have been vivid historical records, revealing attitudes of the societies from which they came.   Illustrated here are those that chronicle the changing images, stereotypes and roles of people of African descent.

BLACK BUILDERS ALL (p. 91)—Dreck Spurlock Wilson spent two decades compiling information for: African American Architects: A Biographical Dictionary 1865-1945.  It encompasses 151 men and women who worked as architects, designers and engineers—contributing significantly, and often anonymously, to America's architectural heritage.
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
