Forbes FYI’s wine expert Richard Nalley offers his advice for smooth maneuvering through confusing wine lists in his article, Be Wine Cool (page 37).

· Wine lists are more confusing because Americans are now exposed to wine from all over the world. The names are not always as recognizable as old favorites like Cabernet, Merlot, or Chardonnay.

· If a wine list looks too complicated to make a decision, always ask the server for his opinion based on your taste and price preferences. If the recommended bottle of wine is unsatisfactory, it is easier to send back since the staff recommended it to you.

· Pay attention to the vintage on the bottle. Many times wines will come in different vintages and you may be brought a more expensive vintage without knowing it.

· Consider bringing your own wine to restaurants. You will be charged a corking fee, but it may balance out the price you would pay for a comparable bottle of wine at the restaurant.
