New York, NY (January 24, 2008) —  Forbes goes inside Nike with Chief Executive Mark Parker, who has dramatically restructured the company in an attempt to sell sports, not just sneakers, and make it the most valuable brand in the world (On the Run, p. 83).  After first skipping him for the top job (a $15 million mistake), Nike Chairman and ex-CEO Phil Knight gave Parker the big office in January 2006, putting him in charge of the largest sports footwear and apparel company in the world. Parker is a sports, not brand, guy, whose leadership has pushed the company’s stock to $56.
