
FORBES RANKS THE HOTTEST DEALMAKERS IN TECHNOLOGY 

IN ITS 2006 MIDAS LIST

Venture Capitalists Usher In New Era of Globalization and Consumerism

New York, NY (January 26, 2006)— In Forbes’ annual “Midas List” (p. 71), venture capitalists are reaping great riches in high tech and life sciences by creating wealth during an economic slump. Google’s financiers continue to dominate the list, but they are followed closely by venture capitalists that have helped launch foreign-bred successes as China and India’s economies continue to thrive. 

In “Power to the People” (p. 66), Forbes profiles Sequoia Capital’s ranking partner Michael Moritz, who tops this year’s list of dealmakers. Moritz initially thrived on Yahoo and Paypal, but his $12 million investment in Google propels him to the top of the Midas List as the shares now top $11 billion in worth.
