
FORBES REPORTS ON NEW WEAPONS AGAINST HEART DISEASE

New York, NY (June 2, 2004)— Forbes examines the latest arsenal in the medical assault on coronary disease in, “Attacking Heart Attacks” (p. 152). After decades of concentrating on high cholesterol, researchers have recently refocused their attention after studies uncovered gene variants that inflame arteries, nearly doubling the risk of a heart attack.   Forbes reports that, ultimately, "Cardiologists hope to create a powerful cocktail by combining today’s drugs for lowering bad cholesterol with new compounds to boost good cholesterol and other drugs to reduce vessel-wall inflammation, which, some researchers speculate, might prevent 75% of all heart attacks."  This redirection in the fight against cardiovascular disease by doctors and researchers, "is part of an intensifying attack, one that could, in our lifetime, neutralize the most lethal killer of Americans,” Forbes concludes.
