
JENNIFER ANISTON TOPS THE FORBES CELEBRITY 100 LIST;  BRITNEY SPEARS FALLS OFF, WHILE EMINEM DEBUTS AT NO. 2
New York, NY (June 19, 2003)—Forbes’ top celebrity for 2003—Jennifer Aniston—knocks pop princess Britney Spears out of the No. 1 position she held in 2002.  In fact, Britney is nowhere to be found on this year’s Celebrity 100 list, but controversial rapper Eminem makes his Celebrity 100 debut at No. 2.  Jennifer Aniston’s famous husband, actor Brad Pitt, did not make the cut this year.  According to Forbes, J-Lo and Ben are the “power couple.”  She ranks No. 5 and he ranks No. 7 on the list.  
Forbes’ “power ranking” gives the most weight to celebrity earnings over the past twelve months, and also factors in other popularity metrics, including Internet presence, press clippings, magazine cover stories and mentions on television and radio. “BYE, BYE, BYE” TO BUBBLE GUM?—Eminem and Dr. Dre (No. 2) replace the Backstreet Boys and ’N Sync.  Along with Britney, the two boy bands fell off the list this year.  Madonna and U2 failed to make the list this year, although lucrative tours propelled other acts, including Cher (No. 28); the Rolling Stones (No. 10); Paul McCartney (No. 6); the Dixie Chicks (No. 30); and Bruce Springsteen (No. 26) into the ranks.

TV AND MOVIE STARS—OFF THE LIST:  Cameron Diaz, Sandra Bullock, Meg Ryan, Rosie O’Donnell, Mel Gibson, Bruce Willis, Harrison Ford, Keanu Reeves, Robert DeNiro, Adam Sandler. FRIENDLY COMPETITION—All the “Friends” women make the list, but the only “Friends” man to make the cut is Matthew Perry (No. 25).  Forbes says he is the “only male ‘Friend’ with film success.”

YOUNG STARS SHINE—The Olsen Twins return to the list at No. 83.  Other young stars include:  Hilary Duff (No. 96); Amanda Bynes (No. 97); and Frankie Muniz (No. 92).
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
