· The list’s aggregate net worth tops $1.13 trillion, up $125 billion from last year.
· 374 members are billionaires, comprising 94% of the list. 

· The list’s average net worth is $2.85 billion.

· 49 members are women, with an average net worth of $3.3 billion. Of the 49, 44 inherited their fortunes.

· 42 members derive their wealth from media.

· This year’s biggest money loser by percentage is Jon Huntsman (chemicals), down 30.4%.

· The majority of the 400 are married, with only 16 single members.

· The State of California has the most resident members with 96; the State of New York follows with 55.

· 25 people are foreign born.

· 145 members inherited at least some of their wealth.

· 255 members are entirely self-made, with an average net worth of $2.8 billion.

· 271 members are college graduates while 24 are either high school or college drop-outs.

· The list’s youngest member is 32-year-old Sergey Brin, who made his fortune with Google. 

· The oldest person ranked is 96-year-old J.R. Simplot, whose $2.5 billion net worth comes from potatoes and microchips.

· Of the 400 names on our first list, which appeared in 1982, only 41 remain.
