
SAN FRANCISCO IS NO.1 FOR SINGLES, SAYS FORBES.COM
New York City Ranks 2nd on Seventh Annual “Best Cities For Singles” List        

NEW YORK, N.Y. (Wednesday, August 22, 2007) – San Francisco takes the No. 1 spot on Forbes.com’s seventh annual ranking of America’s “Best Cities For Singles,” available at www.forbes.com/singles.  According to Forbes.com, the city ranked first for culture and received high marks for several other criteria used to determine the rankings. 

The list covers 40 of the largest “urbanized areas” in the U.S., judged on culture, nightlife, job growth, the cost of living alone, online dating, the number of other singles, and “coolness.”
