
ELVIS RECLAIMS TOP SPOT ON FORBES.COM RANKING OF TOP-EARNING DEAD CELEBRITIES      

STEVE MCQUEEN AND JAMES BROWN DEBUT ON 2007 LIST   

New York, NY (Tuesday, October 30, 2007) – Elvis Presley reclaims the No.1 spot on Forbes.com’s seventh annual ranking of Top-Earning Dead Celebrities, available at www.forbes.com/deadcelebs.   

Elvis (who earned $49 million from October 2006 – October 2007) and the other 12 icons on the list grossed a combined $232 million in the past 12 months. Newcomers to the list this year include Steve McQueen ($6 million) and James Brown ($5 million).  

The seventh annual ranking of “Top-Earning Dead Celebrities” assesses the earning power of deceased celebrities, including musicians, actors, authors, songwriters and composers, among others.
