
 “CASH QUEENS OF MUSIC” DEBUTS ON FORBES.COM

E! Entertainment To Air One-Hour Special On Saturday, February 2    

NEW YORK, NY (Tuesday, January 29, 2008) – Forbes.com today published Forbes’ list of the “Cash Queens of Music,” available online at www.forbes.com.  Forbes and E! Entertainment teamed up for a one-hour special about the list, which will premiere on Saturday, February 2, at 6:00 p.m. ET.   


According to Forbes.com, the 20 women on the Cash Queens list earned a combined $420 million between June 2006 and June 2007.   The top five are:    

1) Madonna - $72 million 
2) Barbra Streisand - $60 million 
3) Celine Dion - $45 million

4) Shakira -  $38 million
5) Beyoncé - $27 million

Several country stars made the list, as did Britney Spears, at No. 14 with $8 million.  


To compile the list, Forbes examined concert grosses, merchandising revenue, album sales and additional revenue streams from ancillary businesses: clothing lines, fragrance deals and endorsements. Only "active" artists were considered--those who had released an album or film or toured during the specified period.
